WHAT IS EXPLORER SCOUTING
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Explorer Scouts are young people, usually aged between 14 and 18 years old. They make up the fourth Section
of the Scouting family. There are many types of Explorer Scout Units, some may be linked to your local Scout

Unit, and others may be based around different activities.

Not all Units meet each week, because you will often be out and about at weekends or in the holidays doing
activities. There will be times when you will be busy doing other things such as exams, and being an Explorer

Scout will have to fit around these.

As an Explorer Scout, you will get the chance to work with other Explorer Scouts in your District, not just your
Unit. By doing this, you will get the chance to do many more activities, not just the ones your Unit organises.
You will also be able to complete your Duke of Edinburgh Award (DofE) at Bronze, Silver and Gold level. More

details of the DofE scheme are contained within this pack.

HOW DID EXPLORER SCOUTING START?

Scouting has always been a dynamic and forward-looking Movement. In the early days of Scouting, Lord
Baden-Powell saw the need to provide a programme for young people who wanted to continue after their
time in the Scout Section. Senior Scouts was developed to meet this need, and the Section continued to evolve
over the years.

In 1967, Venture Scouting was formed from the existing Senior Scout and Rover Scout Sections. During the late
1990s, it was decided that, in order to meet the changing needs of new generations, two new Sections should
be created for young people over the age of fourteen. Explorer Scouts for 14 to 18-year-olds and the Scout
Network for 18 to 25-year-olds were created.

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CHIEF SCOUT AWARDS:

THE CHIEF SCOUT PLATINUM AWARD

To gain this Award the following requirements must be completed:
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9 Be a member of Explorer Scouts or the Scout Network or both for at least six months

T  Complete six nights away as an Explorer Scout or member of the Scout Network of which four must

be camping.

9 Complete two activities from the International, Environment and Values list. The two activities
should come from different areas.

T Hold the Bronze DofE, or complete the four Platinum Scout Challenges, which are:
0  Take up a Skill for three months, and show progress and lasting interest. The skill can be an existing

interest or something entirely new
0 Take up a Physical Activity for three months, completing an agreed programme of taking part and

achievement

0  Provide Service to an individual or the community for three months. Briefing and training should be
given in order to gain the necessary skills. This can include helping with another Section as a Young

Leader

0 Complete a two-day and one night expedition in rural country by foot, cycle, horse, canoe, boat or
dinghy. The expedition should involve careful preparation, training, responsibility and review
Members must undertake an extra three months in any of the Skills, Physical Recreation or Service

Challenges.

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THE DUKE OF EDINBURGH'S AWARD

The DofE Award aims to provide young people with an enjoyable, challenging and rewarding programme of
personal development.

The Scout Association is an operating Authority for the DofE Award scheme and the Award is open to anyone
between the age of 14 and 25. This award runs in parallel with the Chief Scouts and the Queens Scout awards.

If you are already doing DofE through School, College or Work, then we will help where we can to assist in your
progress.

WHAT DO | HAVE TO DO TO GAIN THE AWARD?

You have to undertake 4 sections to gain each award over a set period of time.

WHAT ARE THE SECTIONS?

They are:
9 Service-voluntary work in the community
9 Skill-development of personal interests
9 Physical recreation-participation in a physical activity
9 Expedition, look after yourself and the other members of your group, being self sufficient and

travelling over a set distance over a weekend.

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YOUNG LEADERS

The Young Leaders' Scheme is just one of the programme elements in the Explorer Scout section. All leaders in
the Beaver Scout, Cub Scout and Scout Section who are between the ages of 14 and 18 must be members of a
Young Leaders Unit. They are Explorer Scouts who choose to devote a large proportion of their time in
Scouting to assist in another section.

The Young Leaders' Scheme helps Explorer Scouts to develop and grow as individuals. It allows them to make a
valuable contribution to their community and give service to others. The scheme also helps them fulfil the
service elements of their awards

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UNIFORM

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SUBSCRIPTIONS

Legend Explorer Section is a charity, and all the Leaders and helpers give their time free of charge. The Section
relies on subscriptions, fund raising events and donations for it to function.

The subscription payable is £30 a term, payable in cash, cheque (payable to Braintree District Explorer Scouts).
CKAad O20SNE YSYOSNBQ AyadzaNI yOSsz o6FR3ISasx O2ada 27T Ndzyy
levied for events, and you will be notified of this cost when details of events are issued.

Parents who are UK taxpayers can increase the value of their subscription by providing the Section with a
simple Gift Aid declaration. The Section will then make all the arrangements with the Inland Revenue to
reclaim the tax. The scheme costs you nothing. You can end the agreement at any time. The Section deals
with all the paperwork required by the Inland Revenue, and the control of the scheme is governed by them,
and must operate under the rules of the National Scout Association and the Charities Commission. All we ask
is for you to complete the Gift Aid Declaration.

So what does the Section, and the youngsters in the Section, get out of this? The Section is able to claim back
from the Government the income tax that you have paid on any amount you pay to the Section. So at the
present time, for every £1 you pay to the Section in the form of subscriptions, the Section can claim back 28.2p
towards the Section funds. And it has not cost you or the Section anything.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:

9 Is a Gift Aid Declaration complicated?
0 No, itis very simple and only requires you to declare that you want your subscriptions to be
treated as Gift Aid payments.
9 Do | have to complete a separate declaration for each of my children in the Section?
0 No, one declaration covers all payments you make in respect of their subscriptions.
1 Will I have to reveal any personal tax information?

0 No, all that is needed is very basic information including your name, address and

confirmation that you want your subscriptions to be treated as Gift Aid payments.
T Will it cost me anything extra?

0 No, the Unit will simply claim back tax that would have otherwise have gone to the Inland
Revenue. We can then use this tax to reduce the impact of subscriptions, and improve our
programme.

I  What will | have to do in the future?

0 Nothing, once you complete the declaration this covers your children until they leave the
Section. You need only notify the Section if you change name, address or are no longer able
to confirm the details on the Declaration.

T What happens if my child leaves the Section?

0 Asthereis nolegal commitment in a Gift Aid declaration the Section will only claim back the

tax on the payments you made before the child left the Section?
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
