Case study - Disability
David has Spina Bifida and uses a wheelchair.  He was also a Scout in the city where he used to live.  He has recently moved to a small village, and wishes to continue his Scouting with a local village Troop.  This Troop meets in an old wooden building which is entered via a flight of four steps.  It is very different from the purpose-built headquarters David used with his old Troop.

The Scout Leaders have told David’s parents (who were Chairman and Secretary of his old Group) that it would be impossible for their son to join the Troop due to the lack of provision for a wheelchair user.  They said that the best place would be the Church Group in the middle of town, 15 miles away.

However, this is not a solution.  David’s family has only one car which the father uses for work, which often takes him away overnight.  David’s parents have approached the District Commissioner for help.
