Case Study 2

Louise is a 7-year-old Beaver Scout. She is quite small for her age. However she is very confident and always has an answer for everything. She always seems to be first to have a go at anything, and all the rest of the Beaver Scouts let her. She always gets her own way and no other Beaver Scout questions it.

What behaviour is Louise displaying?

Case Study 3

Tony is a 14-year-old scout. He has been a Beaver and a Cub and has always enjoyed his Scouting. Recently he has not been joining in with any of the activities within the Troop. His excuse is that they are boring or childish. He is becoming increasingly disruptive and has been seen destroying things that other Scouts have made. He is usually seen talking to others when instructions are given.

What behaviour is Tony displaying?

Case Study 4

Robbie is a 7-year-old Beaver Scout. He is not keen to take part in any activities and often holds back until he is forced to join in. He rarely finishes what he is doing, on the few occasions he does finish an activity it is rare that he achieves the desired result. He is often wandering around or talking to others.

What behaviour is Robbie displaying?

Case Study 5

James is a 12-year-old Scout. When in Cubs the Akela always commented on how nice and pleasant he was. Since he joined Scouts he has become aggressive to other Scouts and Leaders. He displays bad behaviour openly in front of leaders as if he is trying to get a reaction from the Leaders. When asked a question he often gives a funny or silly answer, and often picks on other Scouts.

What behaviour is James displaying?
